CUSH Golfers Win Lessons?

CUSH (Clean Up Stonington Harbors) is betting its 2nd Annual Salty Sandbagger Golf Tournament’s winning foursome will enjoy a two-hour clinic with a PGA pro from the Hank Haney Golf Academy at Lake of Isles.  Should they not feel the need after just capturing first place, they can instead choose from two other top prizes: a private trip for four with avid angler Mike Logan on his 42’ Post sport fishing boat or a luncheon cruise for eight with Marcy Porter on her 36’ Hinckley Picnic Boat.   

The winner of a hole-in-one on the Elmridge White Course hole #4 (an “easy” straight-shot par 3) will walk away with gems from the sea.  Solomon’s Mines fine jewelry in Stonington Borough has donated a 17" strand of 10-12 mm naturally nucleated Chinese fresh water baroque pearls with 14K gold clasp, a prize worth $1875.

Superior golf skills are not required.  The tournament is a “scramble,” designed for players at differing levels.  “Best ball” rules mean after a foursome has teed off, they each play from the most advantageous ball, keeping the group together and game moving.  But beware of “sandbaggers” – golfers who profess no skills until bets are made.


CUSH is a 501(c)(3) all-volunteer non-profit doing water testing twice monthly from May through October.  Ten sites are sampled between the Mystic and Pawcatuck Rivers to scientifically document conditions.  Results are used to pinpoint problem areas and educate residents on what they can do to help make improvements.
